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05-33—July 6, 7, §, 2005—Kachess Lake, Search for 49 year old male

July 6, 1847 hours: KCSO Deputy Linde pages all OL’s. Kittitas Co. needs an assist for a lost 49 YOM
east of Snoqualmie Pass. Start at 0730 hrs on Thursday, July 7. Base near Kachess Lake. Need 25-30 searchers.

July 7, 1242 hours: Doug calls Timmy and says that searchers are still needed. Timmy takes ITOL.

1447 hours: Kittitas Co. Deputy calls Timmy, says that the search is still on. Will go on thru this
evening and will continue tomorrow, July 8. To get to Base, take exit 62 off of 1-90 and go north on the road 3.5
miles. Search is in steep terrain, about 12 mile off of road.

1608 hours: Timmy calls Kittitas Co. dispatcher. Lets them know that there are no SMR folks
responding .

July 8, 0759 hours: Timmy sends out email to SMR indicating that the Kachess Lake mission continues
today.

1646 hours: Timmy calls the Kittitas Co. Sheriff Dispatcher and asks if the search will continue
tomorrow. The Dispatcher says that they've suspended the search until they get additional leads.
1656 hours: Timmy sends out page to SMR indicating that the search had been suspended.

05-34--July 19, 2005—M¢t. Stuart, Overdue Climbers (Turnaround)

At 0630 hours former SMR member Marty Johnson (now with Portland Mountain Rescue} phoned SMR
member Gordy Smith at home, stating that his wife (also a former SMRE member) and her climbing partner
Jennifer Woodruff had left Portland, OR, at 0500 hours on Saturday, July 14 to climb the west ridge of Mount
Stuart. They were to be out Sunday night. Chris and Marty have a deal that they do not initiate rescue activities
for the other unless the other is at least 24 hours overdue. Monday night, Marty requested that the Chelan
County Sheriff call out Chelan Mountain Rescue. The deputy in charge declined but did plan to launch a
helicopter shortly after dawn, to search for the missing climbers. Johnson got the Forest Service to check the
trailhead, and Chris’ car was at the trailhead. Rocky Henderson of Portland Mountain Rescue called Chelan
County and offered  assistance. Marty and three other members of Portland Mountain Rescue went fo the
trailhead. Marty was at Ingalls Pass at 0630 when he contacted SMR. Chelan County requested that Marty stay
at Ingalls Pass, where he had cell phone coverage, to guide the helicopter search. Gordy Smith checked with
SMR's vice chair, Timmy Williams for his excellent protocol advice on getting the mission official. Timmy
contacted King County’s  Deputy Ryals who declined to do anything, SMR prepared to assist Marty, and Greg
Prothman of SMR phoned Chelan County and got Chelan County to officially request SMR's assistance and SMR
was officially called out.

When phoning SMR members for assistance, SME member Russell Anschell reported that, on the west
ridge of Stuart, at about 1100 hours on Sunday, July 17, just below Long John Tower at about 8,000" he talked to
two women, one named Jen. The other woman looked familiar, and when Russell returned to the trailhead and
saw the car with Oregon plates and a mountain rescue sticker, Russell figured out that the familiar looking
woman was Chris LeDoux. He reported that the women were belaying and moving slowly, not using running
belays or soloing. The information was communicated to the people on scene.

Chelan County’s helicopter (it is not known if this was a contract helicopter or some other helicopter) did
not find the climbers when searching around 0800 hours July 19. There was some discussion about Snohomish
County providing a helicopter. Chelan County requested that SMR personnel proceed to the Leavenworth Fish
Hatchery, to be helicoptered in to search. Bruce took over as ITOL, Prothman volunteered to serve as a radio
relay if needed. Farris and Burdick proceeded to Bellevue, to get the SMR Expedition and drive to Leavenworth.
Turner and Smith started carpooling from north Seattle.

At about 1000 hours SMR was paged that the climbers had hiked out and were OK. SMR members
turned around.

05-35—July 21, 2005—Source Lake, Injured Hiker

KC50 sent out a page at 1830 for an injured 58 YOM hiker who had dislocated his left ankle while
ascending a scree slope just above Source Lake, His party was returning form the Tooth heading towards the
old Snow Lake trail (Source Lake Cutoff) when the injury occurred at around 1810t about 2.5 miles from the
Snow Lake trailhead and about 300 yards below the trail,

A large group of rescuers (about 20) responded and headed for Search Base located at the Alpental Ski
Area parking lot. Russell and Bree were first on the trail carrying the litter, followed close behind by Seth,
arriving at the subject to find two Snogqualmie Pass Fire personnel at the site. They had splinted and immobi-
lized the subject’s left ankle and the subject was in good spirits and resting comfortably. They put the subject in
the litter and waited a short time for more personnel to arrive and then carried the subject up to the trail where
the main body of rescuers waited. The wheel was attached to the litter and the subject was wheeled out the trail
to Base arriving at 2300. Because of the large number of rescuers, the evacuation was very efficient {with all
personnel taking short stretches on the litter) and quick.

The subject was taking by ambulance to a hospital. His relatives were very appreciative of the rescue
personnel and thanked them as they arrived at the traithead.

05-36—July 24, 2005 — Denny Creek, Injured Hiker

5MR was paged at around 1600 for an injured hiker at Keekwulee Falls about 1.5 miles up Denny Creek,
The 22 year old male subject, Steve, was hiking with 4 friends following the creek bed and was climbing the cliff
next to the falls when a hand held failed and he fell about 70 feet to the base of the falls sustaining major inju-
ries, Two went for help and two stayed with the subject. The two climbed a gully to the Denny Creek Trail
where a Search and Rescue volunteer (Mark Chapman) just happened to be walking by when he heard the fall
and yells and was able to initiate the rescue effort.

First on scene were Russell Anschell and a Fire Medic {Dave Rhoades) who descended the 300 foot gully
by rope and provided first aid to the subject. A short time later, a large group of rescuers arrived on the trail
above the accident scene (Staging Area) carrving additional equipment needed to effect the rescue, including a
litter, a sleeping bag and more ropes. The litter with a sleeping bag and pad was then lower ed with a rescuer to
the subject’s location, The subject was placed in and secured in the litter and protected by the pad and sleeping
bag and the litter was then rigged for a raise. When Dr, Geoff Fergnson arrived with two Medic’s, Dr. Ferguson
and one of the Medic's rappelled down the gully carrying additional medical supplies, administered oxygen,
reexamined and evaluated the subject’s condition

The original intent for this rescue was to raise the subject the 300 feet to the trail and carry him out to the
trailhead, however, due to the nature of his injuries it was decided to try and get a helicopter to fly him out.
Fortunately, a MAST helicopter unit from Yakima was contacted and they were able to send a HUEY to the
scene where they lowered a line from the helicopter 200 feet to the subject’s location and attached directly to the
tigged litter and raised him to the safety of the helicopter and flew him to Wenatchee General Hospital, All
personnel were out of the field by 2200,

05-37 — July 25 & 26, 2005 — Deception Lakes Trail, Injured Hiker

SMR was paged at 1647 for a 35 year old female with an ankle injury at the end of Deception Lakes
(trail) off Hiway 2 and needs a packout. Base is at Skykomish Ranger Station, Jonas and Seth are going. Seth
has a wheel and litter. At 2100 it was reported that SAR was with the patient and looking at a 4 mile, 2.5 hour
evacuation and were looking for more help if anyone was available. The mission was completed at 0925
on 7-26-05 and all rescuers were out of the field by 0150 last night.

05-38—July 28, 2005 — Three Overdue Hikers, Chikamin Peak to Dutch Miller Gap

SMR was paged at 1731 for three overdue hikers somewhere between Chikamin Peak and Dutch Miller
Gap. The trio consisted of one male (Mike B.) and two females (Jennifer H. and Adina B.)

The Subjects were attempting some kind of 'Traverse' of King County lakes, that was kind of
tough like Bailey Range-type (Olympics), only much shorter. They started from [-80, hiking to Ramparts via
Lilian Lake, then traversed Rampart Lakes and Lila Lake, by Alta Mt, through Alta pass, to Glacier Lake. Then
up towards Chikamin glacier to Chikamin Lake and aver the crest into King County, to Iceberg Lake. Then
traverse up and over the shoulder of Overcoat Peak to Overcoat Lake. Then, supposedly across the north side of
Overcoat to the glacier and down that drainage to the Middle Fork River, coming in near Pedro Camp, about 1.5
miles down from Williams Lake. Then follow the Middle Fork (Snoqualmie River) trail down to the road above
Goldmeyer Hot Springs. This was supposed to take 4 days.
